• Place a small rug or pillow nearby to create a 
comfortable space for reading. 

• Get a library card for your child 

•Hold your child as you read to help develop a 
positive attitude toward reading 

•Children enjoy and learn by repetition, so it’s OK if 
they want you to read the same books over & over 

• Talk about the story as you read 

• When they are ready, ask your child to retell the 
story in their own words
